Triangle of Visibility on Corner Lots

On any properties located at the intersection of two streets, and within a triangle whose sides
correspond to the lines demarcating the edges of the rights-of-way of the public streets creating
the intersection and which are not less than 6 m (19.7'), no structures, fences, hedges or other
objects or treatment shall exceed 90 cm (3.0") in height measured with reference to the crown of

the street. In this same area moreover, no sign shall be erected in a manner that reduces the
visibility of drivers and pedestrians.
